Rules for Purchasing and Using Tickets for International Bus Transportation

By purchasing a ticket for an international bus route, the passenger confirms their agreement with the carrier’s rules and conditions of

transportation.

Passengers must carry a valid international passport as well as a valid visa or another document allowing entry into the European Union or
the countries along the route. Passengers are fully responsible for possessing all required travel documents necessary for crossing

international borders.

The carrier is not responsible for any refusal of entry by border, customs, or immigration authorities, or for any consequences resulting from

missing or invalid travel documents.

Passengers must arrive at the departure point no later than 15 minutes before the scheduled departure time. In case of late arrival, the

carrier cannot guarantee boarding and is not obliged to provide a ticket refund.

Tickets are valid only for the date, time, and route specified at the time of purchase. Transfer of the ticket to another passenger is allowed

only with the consent of the carrier.

The carrier reserves the right to cancel a trip if the minimum number of passengers required for the route is not reached. In such cases,

passengers will be notified of the cancellation no later than 12 hours before the scheduled departure time.

If the trip is cancelled due to an insufficient number of passengers, passengers will receive a full refund (100%) of the ticket price or will be

offered an alternative travel date.

The carrier is not responsible for delays caused by border control procedures, traffic conditions, weather conditions, technical issues, or

other force majeure circumstances.

Passengers must follow transport regulations, maintain order inside the bus, and comply with instructions given by the driver or

representatives of the carrier during the trip.

The carrier is not responsible for personal belongings left unattended in the bus or at stops.
